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Human trafficking is a complex issue which involves 
diverse victims/survivors facing unique and different 
circumstances.  In Peel, human trafficking has been 
a growing concern for law enforcement, service 
providers and government agencies.

The Peel Human Trafficking Service Providers 
Committee includes the meaningful involvement 
of victims/survivors and is a representation of 
organizations from Peel and the Greater Toronto Area, 
within the legal, health and social services sectors. 

The goal of the Committee is to reduce 
victimization, enforce human trafficking laws  
and offer trauma-informed, survivor-centred 
services to empower and support victims/
survivors in rebuilding their lives.

The Committee aims to:

•	Take	a	coordinated	approach	to	address	issues	
relating to human trafficking;

•	Streamline	supports	for	victims/survivors;

•	Increase	knowledge	and	awareness	about	 
human trafficking; and,

•	Reduce	the	negative	impact	on	victims/ 
survivors and the larger community within  
the	Region	of	Peel.

This is achieved through community education, 
capacity building and leading and fostering 
collaboration for joint action against human trafficking.
