(The Research Decision Charts are intended to assist researchers in understanding how various determinations are made regarding research projects.  These 
charts are not to be used by researchers to make independent assessments for final decisions on classification of research projects or research requirements.  All 

final classifications and requirement decisions are made through Trillium’s Research Office) 
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Is the research invasive? 
 

Examples of invasive include: 
• Research specific administration of a 

substance 
• Breaking of skin (exceptions for some 

blood sampling) 
• Noxious procedures 
• Invasive questionnaires in vulnerable 

circumstances/context 
• Significant nuisance/inconvenience 

The research activity 
qualifies for 

expedited review

Will the research involve 
drawing blood samples? 

Will the research consist of 
a comparison of standard 
therapies, confirmed by 

peer review, and does not 
involve invasive outcome 

assessment?

Note: the allowable amount will be based on the age, 
weight, and health of the subjects.
